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HDH Associates, P.C. was contracted for the design 
and construction administration of the Herschler Plaza 
Renovation.  The plaza is the major connector between 
the Wyoming State Capitol and the Herschler 
(Administration) Building .   The plaza area covers 
below grade occupied space and underground 
parking.   Water infiltrating the lower areas were of 
major concern to the State of Wyoming.  
 
HDH design was to put in place the waterproofing to 
protect these areas as well as renovate and transform 
the plaza area.  The design incorporated new multi -
colored pedestrian areas that meet ADA 
standards.  These areas also included handicap 
accessibility to the North Entrance to the State 
Capitol.   In order to help maintain these areas in the 
winter months, slab areas were heated to help with 
snow removal.   The entrances into the underground 
parking were renovated and the installation of dry 
stack stone on retaining walls enhanced the outward 
appearance of these areas. 
 
HDH worked with the Owner, Contractor, and 
Suppliers to incorporate the "Bucking Horse and 
Rider" logo into railings located throughout the 
project.
