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HDH Associates, P.C. was contracted by the State of 
Wyoming to renovate the south entrance to the State 
Capitol Building.  The project not only included the 
replacement of the existing sandstone stairs leading 
into the capitol but also the pedestrian area leading 
to the entrance.  The State of Wyoming wanted to 
relocate two cherished statues into the pedestrian 
area.  The statue of Chief Washakie of the Shoshoni 
Native American Tribe was relocated from the 
interior of the building to the pedestrian area.  The 
statue of Esther Hobart Morris was relocated on the 
pedestrian area to create balance with Chief 
Washakie.  Ester Hobart Morris was a significant 
figure in gaining womenõs suffrage in the Wyoming 
Territory.  
 
HDH Associates expanded the pedestrian area and 
replaced the existing walkway with new sandstone 
slabs.  The State Seal was inlaid into the new 
sandstone slabs with the seal being recreated with 
burnished granite of varying colors.
